Special Note to Chaperones:
Last conference, the responsibility for managing student behaviors fell on a few individuals who rose to the occasion.  To improve the outcomes of this conference, chaperones will have a special meeting and training – to assist them in their chosen conference support roles.  This together with a copy of conference expectations and guidelines, will help provide a consistent structure for all participants.  This insures that the responsibility for maintaining order doesn’t fall on a few individuals.  
To make this easier, you will be able to choose the areas of responsibility where you want to contribute.  These include:

WA = Workshop Assistance

HD = Hall Duty – keeping the students in class
PM = Pool Monitoring (keeping them out when classes are in session)

SA = Special Activities Assistance (3 on 3, other fun time activities) 

EA = Evening Activities Chaperone/Assistance

EP = Evening Patrol (keeping the students engaged in the program activities)

GS = General Support (there are always things where extra support is needed, if you are flexible, we can use the help)

When students are supposed to be in workshops, we need you to chaperone either WA or HD activities.  If someone wants to be the “pool cop” during that time, let the Chaperone Coordinator know that you will assume that job.

If you want to be part of the special activities, please sign on for that task.
