SUBJECT:  ALLOCATION OF PLAYER TERMINALS

Thank you for your April 8, 2003, letter regarding your Tribe’s request to allow an allocation of the Tribe’s additional 250 player terminals (above the 425 currently allowed to be operated) to other tribes.

It is our understanding that your Tribe does not plan to operate more than 425 player terminals at the Lucky Dog Casino.  Instead, the Tribe would like to be able to allot their additional player terminals to other tribes.  We have reviewed your request and have determined that your casino will not need a TLS review to allocate the additional player terminals.  The tribe receiving your allotted terminals will have been reviewed and approved to operate additional player terminals.  This decision is based on the understanding that the Lucky Dog Casino will not operate more than 425 player terminals and that the total number of machines operated in your casino plus any allotments to other tribes does not exceed 675.  If the Tribe subsequently decides to operate more than 425 player terminals at the Lucky Dog Casino, a TLS review must be requested at that time.
