Dear Mr. Goodridge:

This is in response to the gaming compact amendment discussions we had in Olympia on August 22, 2002.  I have briefed the Director and members of the Gambling Commission and present the following response.

Your request had two main parts.  First was amendment of the compact to incorporate the changes recently made in the state’s compact with the Muckleshoot Tribe.  Second were two new items, satellite casinos and cash-in for the tribal lottery machines.  These two new items would also involve some amount of revenue sharing with the state.

As to the first part, we are willing to proceed with an amendment based on the changes recently agreed to with the Muckleshoot and other tribes.

As to the new items, satellite casinos and cash-in to the tribal lottery machines, we are not prepared to go in that direction at this time.  This would represent a significant change in our agreements with the tribes.  Furthermore, your proposal would be of significant interest to other tribes and we have not discussed such an approach with any other tribes.

As the Stillaguamish Tribe is not currently engaged in gaming, does not currently have reservation land, and may not have land eligible for class III gaming, it seems that delaying further discussion would be appropriate at this time.

Please let me know how you want to proceed.
